There is no school on Monday, January 19, in observance

To think we decide it is the error of the “pro-
choice” mindset. “It’s all up to me and my choice, even 
if it means killing a baby.” In the culture of life, on the 
other hand, we live in the freedom of the children of 
God, and pattern our lives on the obedience of Jesus 
that leads to life eternal.
